1. Go to http://weather.uky.edu
2. Click the Climatology link in black. 

3. Click the Daily (this How To also works for the Hourly, Monthly, Threshold Search, Variable Length Summaries, or  Rainfall Normals depending on how you want the data and what data you want) link in blue.

4. Select your station and time range.

5. Select your Output Preference (other criteria).

6. Leave Output Destination to Screen and click Submit Choices.

7. Highlight all of the data (including the category titles if needed) and use Ctrl+C or right click and copy to copy the highlighted data. 
8. Go into Notepad (Notepad is the easiest, but any other program the data is put into will usually work) and paste the data, Ctrl+V or right click and paste.

9. Select file at the top, and click Save As.

10. SAVE THE FILE AS A “.txt” (TEXT FILE), where you save the file is not important as long as you remember where.
11. Open new Microsoft Excel document.

12. At the top you will see Data (these directions are for Microsoft Excel 2003), select it and scroll down to Import External Data, from the side bar that comes out click Import Data…
13. From there follow the Excel directions on how to set up your rows and columns so the data can be dealt with easier.
